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2011 OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH
AND SAFETY PENALTIES DOUBLE
FROM PREVIOUS YEAR

Alberta courts sent a strong message in 2011 that workplace
health and safety must not be compromised. The penalty total
of more than $3.4 million is the second highest ever, doubling
the $1.7 million collected in 2010.

More than $2.3 million of the $3.4 million in penalties in 2011
was in creative sentences paid to third parties, such as post-
secondary institutions, training programs, rescue societies
and other organizations that advance workplace health
and safety. Individual creative sentences in 2011 ranged
from $29,000 to $355,000. In 2002, Occupational Health
and Safety legislation was amended to allow for creative
sentences. Since 2006, over $10 million has been directed to
organizations that promote workplace health and safety.
